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1.- CASE 1:

A 34-year-old amenorrheic female was recently found to have a 4mm pituitary adenoma.  Her serum prolactin is 100 ng/ml, her thyroid function is normal, and she takes no medication.  Because she wants to get pregnant, bromocriptine was begun.  Even on 1.25 mg daily, she has nausea, dizziness, and nasal stuffiness.  After 3 months of struggling with the side effects of bromocriptine, she will not take any more.
